Getting started in the Lab

1.   Logon to PC network

username:   
jsoap
password:
whatever
context:
whatever
(at the Advanced tab)

2.   Use Control Panel/System/Environment to set a local environment variable path to


c:\jdk1.2.2\bin

(Before you do this, just double check that java 1.2 is actually installed on drive C: using windows explorer)

3.   Open a command prompt or DOS window, switch to the G: drive and create a simple program using notepad by keying in the following commands:

G:

notepad “Hello.java”

class Hello {

   public static void main( String arg[]) {

      System.out.println("Hello to you!");

   }

}

Note: Enclosing the filename in quotation marks in notepad ensures that the file will not be saved with a .txt extension (e.g. Hello.java.txt instead of Hello.java)

4.   Compile and run your program with:


javac  Hello.java


java Hello
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
