Creating an Activity Diagram – Library Example

Create the following diagram, placing it in the use case view. Do this by: right click on Use Case View folder, select New / Activity  Diagram.  

Title the activity diagram as Library Business Model and double click on it to get its window in front. Establish the swimlanes first. Use the toolbar to draw the model.    
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To put a guard condition on a transition, open the specification for the transition, select the detail tab and enter the condition, e.g.:
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
